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Following the Grade 9 De-streamed MTH 1W course, the content in the courses in each of the
pathways is distinct and specific to the post-secondary pursuits as indicated below:

Workplace — This pathway increases student skill in the areas of personal finance, reasoning
with data, and applications of measurement. The focus is on the application of mathematics
in work and personal life.

College — This pathway prepares students for college programs, including apprenticeships in
business, hospitality and tourism, and some health sciences (through MAP 4C) and for
technology-related programs (through MCT 4C). Refer to individual colleges for specific pre-

requisites.

University — This pathway prepares students for university studies in social sciences and
humanities (through MDM 4U), business, social sciences and health science programs
(through MHF 4U), and science, engineering, and economics (through MCV 4U). Refer to
individual universities for specific pre-requisites.

Advanced Placement — This pathway provides students the opportunity to borden the scope
of their mathematics learning at their grade level and to expand and enrich their problem
solving skills preparing students to write the AP Calculus AB and/or the AP Statistics exams.
