FAQs for Secondary French Immersion

Students who have had French instruction from grade 1 are candidates for the new French
Immersion program.

Students who are currently in an Extended French elementary school program are not
candidates for the French Immersion program but are welcome to continue in Loyola’s Extended
French program

Students who decide to go into French Immersion could switch into Extended French at any
time. However, if they start in Extended French they must stay in Extended French or switch
into Core French and forego their Extended French certificate upon graduation. They will not be
able to enroll in Extended French and then switch over to full French Immersion

Students in our Family of schools do not need to register on the board website, they can enter
their course requests in My Blueprint and follow their teacher recommendations

Students outside our Board will have to complete the online Registration and indicate they are
interested in the French Immersion program. Once their requests are reviewed and depending
on availability of the program, they will be contacted directly with further instructions
