This course fulfills the Arts
credit requirement.

Students will also learn about computer environments and systems, and explore environmental issues related
to computers, safe computing practices, emerging technologies, and postsecondary opportunities in
computer-related fields. ICS3CE is online delivery of the course.

ICS3U1 University Introduction to Computer Science This course introduces students to computer science. Students will design software independently and as part
of a team, using industry-standard programming tools and applying the software development life-cycle
model. They will also write and use subprograms within computer programs. Students will develop creative
solutions for various types of problems as their understanding of the computing environment grows. They will
also explore environmental and ergonomic issues, emerging research in computer science, and global career
trends in computer-related fields.

ICS4C1 College Computer Programming 1CS3C This course further develops students’ computer programming skills. Students will learn objectoriented
programming concepts, create object-oriented software solutions, and design graphical user interfaces.
Student teams will plan and carry out a software development project using industry-standard programming
tools and proper project management techniques. Students will also investigate ethical issues in computing
and expand their understanding of environmental issues, emerging technologies, and computer-related
careers.

1CS4U1, ICS4UE|University Computer Science ICS3U This course enables students to further develop knowledge and skills in computer science. Students will use
modular design principles to create complex and fully documented programs, according to industry
standards. Student teams will manage a large software development project, from planning through to
project review. Students will also analyse algorithms for effectiveness. They will investigate ethical issues in
computing and further explore environmental issues, emerging technologies, areas of research in computer
science, and careers in the field. ICS4UE is online delivery of the course.

They will engage in short conversations using basic English language structures and simple sentence patterns;
read short adapted texts; and write phrases and short sentences. The course also provides students with the
knowledge and skills they need to begin to adapt to their new lives in Canada.

ESLBO1

Open

English as a Second Language,
Level 2

This course extends students’ listening, speaking, reading, and writing skills in English for every- day and
academic purposes. Students will participate in conversations in structured situations on a variety of familiar
and new topics; read a variety of texts designed or adapted for English language learners; expand their
knowledge of English grammatical structures and sentence patterns; and link English sentences to compose
paragraphs. The course also supports students’ continuing adaptation to the Ontario school system by
expanding their knowledge of diversity in their new province and country.

ESLCO1

Open

English as a Second Language,
Level 3

This course further extends students’ skills in listening, speaking, reading, and writing in English for a variety
of everyday and academic purposes. Students will make short classroom oral presentations; read a variety of
adapted and original texts in English; and write using a variety of text forms. As well, students will expand
their academic vocabulary and their study skills to facilitate their transition to the mainstream school
program. This course also introduces students to the rights and responsibilities inherent in Canadian
citizenship, and to a variety of current Canadian issues.

ESLDO1

English as a Second Language,
Level 4

This course prepares students to use English with increasing fluency and accuracy in classroom and social
situations and to participate in Canadian society as informed citizens. Students will develop the oral-
presentation, reading, and writing skills required for success in all school subjects. They will extend listening
and speaking skills through participation in 63 discussions and seminars; study and interpret a variety of grade-
level texts; write narratives, articles, and summaries in English; and respond critically to a variety of print and
media texts.

This course provides students with the skills and strategies they need to make the transition to college and
university preparation courses in English and other secondary school disciplines. Students will be encouraged
to develop independence in a range of academic tasks. They will participate in debates and lead classroom
workshops; read and interpret literary works and academic texts; write essays, narratives, and reports; and
apply a range of learning strategies and research skills effectively. Students will further develop their ability to
respond critically to print and media texts.

An important focus will be on the
selective use of strategies that contribute to effective communication. This course is intended to prepare
students for the compulsory Grade 11 university or college preparation course.

In this course, students focus on extending their literacy and communication skills to prepare for success in
their daily lives, in the workplace, in the English, Grade 11, Workplace Preparation course, or in the English:
Contemporary Aboriginal Voices, Grade 11, Workplace Preparation course. The course is organized by strands
that extend listening and talking skills, reading and viewing skills, and writing skills. In all strands, the focus is
on refining foundational literacy skills and on using language clearly and accurately in a variety of authentic
contexts. Students build on their strategies and engage in the processes involved in talking, listening, reading,
viewing, writing, and thinking. Students reflect regularly upon their growth in these areas.

This course is designed to extend the range of oral communication, reading, writing, and media literacy skills
that students need for success in secondary school and daily life.

MTH1WS will be the course code for students participating in the STEAM
program.

They will create and read technical drawings, learn construction terminology, interpret building codes and
regulations, and apply mathematical skills as they develop construction projects. Students will also develop an
awareness of environmental and societal issues related to construction technology, and will explore
postsecondary and career opportunities in the field.

This course examines how technological design is influenced by human, environmental, financial, and material
requirements and resources. Students will research, design, build, and assess solutions that meet specific
human needs, using working drawings and other communication methods to present their design ideas. They
will develop an awareness of environmental, societal, and cultural issues related to technological design, and
will explore career opportunities in the field, as well as the college and/or university program requirements
for them.

Students will develop an aware- ness of environmental and societal issues related to
vehicle ownership and use, and will explore career opportunities in the transportation industry.
